New year’s resolutions & Hispanic food, mealtimes and telling the time

Prior Learning (Topic): Holidays; past tense, descriptions in the past, future holidays

Students will learn about:

How to talk about their New Year’s resolutions. Students will learn about typical Hispanic
dishes (European and American). They will learn food vocabulary and how to give
opinions about food. Students will learn how to tell the time to then talk about the time
at which they eat different meals. Students will mainly focus on the use of 3 or four verbs
in the first instance (desayunar- to have breakfast, comer —to eat/to have lunch,
merendar — to snack, cenar — to have dinner) and will use these in different tenses.
Grammar: Infinitive structures, present tense, preterite tense, near future tense, using
negatives (never, not, nothing), adjectival agreements.

Future Learning (Topic): Ordering food, quantities, using the future tense

Regular vocabulary tests (about once a
fortnight)

Students will sit a grammar & translation, a
writing and a reading assessment before
Easter.

One of the most helpful ways that parents can help is through helping pupils to learn
vocabulary. It doesn’t matter if you don’t know any Spanish yourself. Encourage your
child to be ‘active’ in the learning and not ‘passive’ i.e. they should write the words down
or speak them out several times, or even record themselves. Parents can then test them
by saying the English and the child either has to spell it out or write it down.
