The Virtual Learning Environment - VLE

The VLE is an online extension of the classroom, which can be accessed by students, parents and
staff, and aims to share information and resources in a simple, clear and intuitive way. Any device
which has internet access can view the site at the following address: balcarras.fireflycloud.net

The system, called Firefly, allows the opportunity for personalised learning for students and the
ability for them to become increasingly independent and responsible for their learning and self-
organisation. It also enables parents and guardians to support them at home, by viewing their
homework, resources and potentially see their progression through the school. This has been
designed to be as simple and easy to navigate as possible. To log on, new parents should visit the
site address, and activate their account, using the email address the school holds on record as
part of your contact information. Current parents should have their children added to their ac-
count already.

In September, every new student will be allocated a username and password to access this site
and this is their normal student network login. When logging in from outside of school, students
must include the last part of their email address that follows their username
(####t@balcarras.gloucs.sch.uk).

There are also mobile apps available for both parents and students, which can be downloaded
from the appropriate app store. These are called Firefly for Parents and Firefly for Students, and
are free. When logging in for the first time, the same username and password must be used and
the school code: balcarras, to link successfully with our system.

School Network

Students can access the school network shared area (known as the R: drive) and download elec-
tronic resources provided by their teachers. They can also access their personal network area
(known as the H: drive). This is available by either clicking on the Network link at the top of the
school website homepage (www.balcarras.gloucs.sch.uk) or by selecting the Network option
located on the dashboard of the VLE (balcarras.fireflycloud.net). Users will be directed to the
FoldR website and students need to use their school username and password to log in. FoldR (By
Minnow IT) is also available as an app for Android and iOS devices.

Online Safety

The school has a well-established ICT Code of Conduct. All pupils will be allowed access to the
internet. Gaming and downloading games is not allowed. Pupils who break the code of conduct,
which is monitored by our network manager, will have their network access revoked.

It is essential that you monitor computer, smart phone and tablet use at home.
Social network sites have often caused problems amongst friends. Please be aware that some
sites have age restrictions e.g. Facebook—recommendation is 13 years.

Helping your daughter or son prepare for their GCSEs

General things you can
do to help

e Provide a quiet place for study.

o Encourage the rest of the family to
help by not disturbing revision.

e Praise hard work.

e Emphasise the need for plenty of
sleep.

e Encourage planned relaxation time
(too much study is not helpful).

o Help your daughter/son to forget
about each exam as it is finished.

o Remind your daughter/son that the
exam period will soon be over and
that there will be a good break from
school when she/he will be able to
catch up on what they have been
missing!

Every department offers additional
lunchtime and after school provision to
help you achieve. You need to be
pro-active in organising your
commitments as some subjects may
clash. If you have any concerns please
contact your subject teacher.

Useful revision tips

You can help your daughter/son by
helping them to follow these tips:

e Plan for half-hour sessions or an
hour at most.

e In the evenings after school, plan
to revise one or two subjects only.
Leave some time for relaxation.

e Plan to revise specific topics in
each subject, not everything at
once.

o Ensure that each session starts with
tackling the most difficult topics
first.

ORGANISATION / TIME MANAGEMENT

Start early.
Spend ‘quality working time’ in a quiet and organised environment.

Plan each session with specific outcomes, decide what you are
going to achieve from each activity - ask parents to monitor and
reward you.

Keep intensive time periods relatively short, eg divide up an hour
into 5 minutes’ planning, two 20 minute sections with 10 minutes

for review. Then break and repeat.
Use a variety of strategies and techniques to keep things fresh.

Write things down on paper - you will remember them
more clearly - summarise notes using headings.

Learn and remember what you have written, then test to check.
Invest in some highlighter pens and file dividers.

Keep a balance between work and relaxation - reward
good revision.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE

SyLLABUS: AQA 100% exam
ADVICE ON REVISION GUIDES: The GCSE English Language course culminates in
two 1 hour 45 minute exams. The first of these (English Language Paper 1)
will test students on their ability to analyse unseen literary fiction and will also
require them to produce a short piece of creative writing; the second (English
Language Paper 2) will test students on their ability to analyse unseen non-
fiction and will also require them to produce a short piece of functional
writing. In Year 11, students will have separate English Language lessons
which will deal thoroughly with all aspects of the exam, although the
analytical skills learned in both Language and Literature lessons are
crossover skKills and can be applied across both subjects.

ENGLISH LITERATURE

SyLLABUS: AQA 100% exam

ADVICE ON REVISION GUIDES: The GCSE English Literature course culminates in
two exams: the first of these (English Literature Paper 1) lasts for 1 hour and
45 minutes and will require students to answer questions on a Shakespeare
play (Macbeth) and on a nineteenth century novel (A Christmas Carol). The
second exam (English Literature Paper 2) lasts for 2 hours and 15 minutes
and will require students to answer questions on the play An Inspector Calls,
the Power and Conflict poetry and on two previously unseen poems. There are
CPG revision guides available on the Power & Conflict poems
(www.cpgbooks.co.uk) and a wide range of book and internet based revision
material on all the other texts. In Year 11, students will study Macbeth and

the course in Year 10. This covers all the content from Year 9 to Year 11. In addition to
this, students will be given a revision pack, produced by the department, at Year 11
parents evening. This contains a glossary of key words, quiz questions, past paper
questions and model answers. The course contains a number of ‘required practicals’ that
need to be revised for the examinations in Year 11. Students will be given their required
practical booklet after the completion of the final practical. Additionally, Malmesbury
school have produced some excellent videos of the GCSE required practicals, that are
helpful for revision: search for ‘Malmesbury science’ on YouTube.

The Balcarras VLE contains the summary front sheets for each topic along with the
resources used for each lesson. Students can access these if they miss a lesson or for
revision. There is also a ‘revision quiz’ for each topic on the VLE. Additionally there is a

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GEOGRAPHY

SYLLABUS: AQA 100% exam

Examination - 3 papers, 2 for content (70%) and 1 for skills and fieldwork
techniques (30%)

The content and skills for the examination are covered across the two-year
course. In addition, pupils will partake in fieldwork to prepare for paper 3 as
well as a session learning about pre released material in April. The
fieldwork will consist of one 'human' fieldwork day in an urban area of
Bristol. We recommend that pupils use the specification breakdown sheets
provided throughout the topics as quick revision overviews and then make
revision cards as they go through the topics as it is taught.

ADVICE ON REVISION GUIDES: Throughout all of the topics studied pupils will be
given past paper questions and we would advise them to review the
feedback on these for revision purposes too. The department will offer
revision sessions in the summer term.

HEALTH & $SOCIAL CARE

SYLLABUS: OCR CAMBRIDGE NATIONAL IN HEALTH & SocIAL CARE

25% exam / 75% coursework

ADVICE ON REVISION GUIDES: Towards the end of Year 10 students started work
on the examined unit which they will sit in January of Year 11. Students
should have now purchased a revision guide from school and they be using
them each week to revise and prepare for their exam. After the examination
in January students will complete one of two units: unit RO27 (creative
activities) or unit RO23 (understanding body systems).
